We are writing to let you know about a small change to our PE routine for children in Reception and 
Key Stage 1. 
 
To help us make the very best use of our time in lessons, from next week, we would like children 
to come to school dressed in their PE kit on their PE days. As the weather is now beginning to turn 
colder, they will need a tracksuit, leggings or joggers to keep them warm during the school day.

This will mean that less time is spent changing clothes, and more time can be dedicated to 
embedding routines and developing children’s physical skills and enjoying their PE learning. 
 
Below are the days where your child would need to arrive in school in their PE kit: 
 
Reception: Tuesdays 
Year 1: Tuesdays and Thursdays 
Year 2: Tuesday and Wednesdays 
 
The current Nursery PE kit arrangements will remain. This arrangement for Reception and Key Stage 1 
will be reviewed at the end of the autumn term and will start next week (w/b 29th September).  
 
In the meantime, it is still really important that children continue to practice getting changed 
independently at home as this is a valuable skill that supports the development of their 
independence and confidence.
